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Minister of Communion Duties on Sunday Morning 

 

BEFORE THE SERVICE: 
 
Arrive at or before 10:10 AM please and vest. 
Light candles on altar, or if there is an acolyte, light candles with them. 
Pray with Pastor Heidi and the choir at 10:18 in Walker Hall. 
Attend children’s chapel at 10:20. 
Walk to back of church with Pastor Heidi and acolyte, if present. 
(All instructions from here on assume there is an acolyte present.) 
 
 
DURING THE SERVICE OF THE WORD: 
 
Process in front of Pastor Heidi and proceed to sanctuary (altar area) to be seated. 
At the last verse of the Gradual Hymn prepare to process with Gospel.  Acolyte will stand with cross in front of altar 
    facing altar. 
When Gospel alleluia begins acolyte takes cross, and MOC takes Gospel Book, held well aloft, down to the center of the 
    church. 
Hold Gospel Book for Pastor Heidi during the reading, and then stand aside after Gospel reading for cross to proceed  
   back to the Altar. 
 
 
DURING THE SERVICE OF HOLY COMMUNION (following the announcements): 
 
Stand with the acolyte to receive the wine and bread from the ushers at the top of the steps and place wine and bread 
     on altar. 
Move to stand between the Altar and Credence Table. 
Receive wine carafe and bread ciborium from Pastor Heidi and place on Credence Table 
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Hand the water carafe to Pastor Heidi with the handle facing her. 
Receive it back, and pick up the lavabo bowl and towel and proceed with ablutions. 
Step back to seating area to listen to the choir anthem or sing hymn. 
(The acolyte will help Pastor Heidi with chasuble, and will pick up the collection plate, and close altar gate) 
If we are using bells make sure they are in place.  
Join Pastor Heidi at the altar for the prayer of consecration. 
Elevate the chalice at appropriate time.  Receive communion.  Offer chalice to all who wish it at the railing. 
Follow choir during recessional.  Extinguish candles during or after postlude with the acolyte.
